PRACTICAL INFORMATION

On arrival in Lausanne, you will need to buy a metro / bus ticket to get to your final destination.  Some of the ticket machines at the train statiion accept Euros and/ or credit cards. Otherwise, you will need small change, in Swiss Francs (CHF). However, once you have reached your hotel, you will receive a free travel pass for the whole duration of your stay. Just ask for this at the reception on arrival.

Leave the train station through the main entrance (opposite the Polli bakery), cross over the road (towards MacDonalds) and turn to your left. Take the n°1 bus (direction Maladière). Get off at the stop Riant-Cour (approx. 8 minutes)
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The Hotel Bellerive is on the other side of the road. 
To continue on to the Youth Hostal, also get off the n°1 bus at the Riant-cour stop and change onto bus n° 25 (leaving from the same stop – direction Chavannes Glycines or Bourdonnette). 
Get off at the "Bois de Vaux" stop. The Youth Hostal (Jeunotel) is less than 5 minutes walk. Follow signes to the “ruines romaines” (roman ruins), heading towards the lake. 
A taxi from the station to either place will cost approx. 15-20 CHF. 
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Directions to the Maison Thaï du Lac (welcome drinks & buffet), 7pm Sunday evening

From the Hotel ou the Youth hostal, approx 15 minutes walk along the banks of the lake. 
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Monday 8th February 2016
For the Monday session, we will be in the Unithèque building, which houses the Unil library (Bibliothèque Cantonale Universitaire). Travel time = Approx 30 minutes

                            No25 bus stop Dorigny – Léman (about here) ⏎
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Take the n° 25 bus (from “Riant-Cour” or “Bois de Vaux”) towards « Chavannes Glycines » (same direction as before, away from the city centre). Get off at “Dorigny-Léman”. Cross over the road and head towards the Geopolis building (with an aluminium facade), behind the Ford garage. Leaving the Gopolis building on your right, cross over the main road and the metro lines (this is a bit complicated: you can take the lift down and then cross the road from the facing metro platform). Once on the other side of the metro lines, turn left (direction UniCentre, Grange de Dorigny, etc.) and then take the first turning on your right. Pass by the Administrative building (Unicentre, on your left) and continue for about 50 metres. 
If in doubt, ask for “La Banane” (the local name for the Unithèque building). The University library is on the first floor (there is a cafeteria + restaurant on the ground floor) and we are meeting in room 511 (5th floor). Ask for directions to the meeting room at the library desk. 

Monday Evening dinner at the Café du Vieil Ouchy
Place du Port 3, 1006 Lausanne
Take the M1 (metro) from any station on campus to the Terminus (Lausanne Flon). Change to the M2 (metro) to the Terminus (Ouchy-Olympique). The Café is on the corner of the Ouchy village, on your left as you come out of the metro station.  

Tuesday 9th February 2016
Room Geo5899 (5th floor)
All the sessions will take place in the Géopolis building. Same directions as on Monday, but less far to walk once you get off the N°25 bus.
