PRESENTATION

COST Action IS1409 Gender and health impacts of policies extending working life in Western countries aims to enhance theoretical and empirical social science research on the gender and health impacts of policies aimed at extending the duration of working life in Westerm countries. As a central part of its activities, the COST Action offers early career stage scholars (PhD +7 years) the opportunity to meet up with more experienced colleagues and stakeholders in order to exchange on their current and future research projects. 

The 4th Training School (TS) offers such an opportunity. It will take place at the Venice International University (VIU), on the island of San Servolo (Italy), a 10 minute boat ride from Venice, and is organized back-to-back with a Summer Institute dedicated to Gender Issues in an Ageing Society: http://www.univiu.org/study/summer-schools/ageing

How to get to Venice International University

ViU is on the Island of San Servolo, 10 minutes by boat from Piazza San Marco. 
Waterbuses (called “vaporetti”) are the common public transport in the Venice lagoon. 

From Marco Polo International Airport to San Servolo:
· ACTV Public bus n°5 (via Piazzale Roma)
- Bus line n°5 runs every half hour. The last stop is "Piazzale Roma". The service takes about 25 minutes to reach "Piazzale Roma". Then follow directions from Piazzale Roma.
- Tickets cost €8.00 and can be purchased at the ACTV stand in the arrival hall.

· ATVO buses (via Piazzale Roma)
- These blue and yellow shuttle buses run from the airport to Piazzale Roma. Then follow directions from Piazzale Roma. Leaving in front of the entrance of the departure hall. 
- Tickets cost €8.00 (low cost tickets can be purchased online). Automatic ticket machines can be found in the baggage hall, in the arrivals hall and outside the airport. The service runs from 9.00 to 24.00 and takes about 20 minutes to reach Venice.

· Alilaguna waterbus service (via city center)
- This company offers a service that goes from the airport to Murano-Lido-Arsenale with a final stop at San Marco.
- Tickets cost €15.00 and can be purchased in the arrival hall of the airport, on board or online (€13.00). Boats leave hourly.

From San Zaccaria to San Servolo:
The boat n°20 (public transport) connects the island with the city centre.

 “Tourist” travel cards:
· Traghetto ticket: one way from San Zaccaria to San Servolo or vice versa (5€)
· Vaporetto ticket: valid one way for 75’ (7,50€)
· 7 Day Travelcard (60€), valid from the moment it is first stamped. It allows unlimited travel and can be used on all ACTV vaporetti. It is not valid for Alilaguna boats from/to the airport nor on buses at Lido.

LOCATION OF THE ASSEMBLY POINTS: 
ASSEMBLY POINT “A “: in zone 2 on the map (near the boat stop) 
ASSEMBLY POINT “B “: in zone 6 on the map (outside the café) 
ASSEMBLY POINT “C “: in zone 2 on the map (outside the church) 
EMERGENCY SITUATIONS 
there are 2 types of emergencies: 
- material incidents: all those requiring to evacuate the building, e.g. fire, earthquake, flood, explosion, terror attack etc. ; 
- health emergencies: accident or sickness. 
SIGNALLING AN EMERGENCY 
Emergency and evacuation signaled by VIU: 
An emergency inside the building is signaled by emergency marshals or by VIU staff either via an acoustic alarm, via the emergency lights, or by phone, voice or megaphone in those areas where an alarm system is not operational. 
The acoustic signal for evacuating the building is a continuous tone. 
How to raise an alarm if you witness an emergency: 
- if you notice an emergency situation, please activate the alarm system by pushing an alarm button or by phone or by raising the alarm in person with the Emergency Coordinator Mr. Igor Nash in office 2J on the ground floor (tel. Venice International University 
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+39.0412719514) or with the Emergency Centers, i.e. the VIU Front Office on the ground floor (tel. +39.0412719511) or the Reception of San Servolo Servizi on the ground floor (+39.0412765001). 
- follow the instructions listed below according to the type of emergency. 
PROCEDURES FOR DIFFERENT TYPES OF EMERGENCY 
EVACUATION PROCEDURE COMMON TO ALL TYPES OF EMERGENCY: 
- stay calm. 
- do not use lifts 
- follow the escape routes, unless there is an evident danger, and reach the nearest Assembly Point. If you are unable to reach an official Assembly Point seek refuge in the nearest safe place. 
- wait for further indications from the emergency staff wearing yellow or orange high-visibility jackets. 

FIRE 
- if time permits, switch off electrical equipment and close windows and doors. 
EARTHQUAKE 
- stay away from windows, glass, mirrors and heavy objects such as bookshelves, filing cabinets etc.; 
- seek refuge under a doorway, a loadbearing wall or column or on the edge of a room, close to a wall; 
- if necessary seek refuge under a desk or table; 
- do not lean out of a window or stand on a balcony; 
- do not run to the stairs to reach the ground floor: stairs are the weakest part of the building in the event of an earthquake. 
FLOOD 
- stop using any electrical equipment; 
- stay away from plugs etc. 
EXPLOSIVES 
- do not approach or touch any suspect package. 
TERROR ATTACK 
- if in danger seek refuge immediately.

- do not attempt anything unless you are adequately trained to do so. Venice International University
